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	Information on Public Transport 


The City of Vienna has a comprehensive public transport system run by the ’Wiener Linien’. 

To use public transport, your child/ren will need to use one of the following ticket options from 
4 September 2023: the ‘Jugendticket (Vienna only-travel home to school and return)’ or the ‘Top Jugendticket (Vienna, Lower Austria/Niederösterreich and Burgenland)’. 

Both tickets can be purchased at ticket machines, ticket counter at the U-Bahn station or at a newsagent (Trafik) or online https://shop.wienerlinien.at/index.php/tickets/31/subtickets
In addition to the ticket your child will need to carry a Student ID with them.
For Primary School students (from Grade 1-5) it is the Schülerausweis. 
For new parents-Please bring the filled out Student Identification card form and a passport photograph in a sealed envelope and drop it in the collection box in front of the Primary Office.
If you are not new then drop the Schülerausweis in the same box. The Primary Office will update the ID for the new school year and pass to the teacher to return to the student.  

For Secondary students- it is the edu card (new students will receive this at the beginning of the school year). 
For regular/daily use:

Jugendticket: can only be used for travel between home to school and return, it costs 19,60 Euros per year and is valid from September to July, Monday to Friday.

Top Jugendticket: can be used for travel in Vienna, Lower Austria/Niederösterreich and Burgenland. It costs 79 Euros per year and is valid from September to July, everyday. 
Children under the age of six travel free on Vienna´s public transport network. Children under the age of fifteen travel free on Sundays, public holidays and during Vienna school holidays. 

For occasional use:

Single tickets for children: € 1,20/ € 1,40 if you buy on the train or bus
* Valid as soon as you stamp it for a ride in one direction

* Repeated transfers are allowed, but a stopover is not

* Valid on all public transport in any zone of the VOR (transport association for Austria's eastern region)
